Directions to ETSU

Coming into Johnson City from the
North, South, and West:

Use I-81, take exit 57-A onto I-26 E and into
Johnson City. Take exit 31. At the end of the
exit ramp, make a left at the light onto Univer-
sity Parkway. Turn left onto State of Franklin
Road (McDonalds should be on your right).
Immediately after the Memorial Center “Mini-
Dome” turn left onto John R. Bell Drive to en-
ter the ETSU Campus.

Coming into Johnson City from the
East:

Take route I-26 W from Asheville, N.C. Take
Exit 31. At the end of the exit ramp, make a
left at the light onto University Parkway. Turn
left onto State of Franklin Road (McDonalds
should be on your right). Immediately after the
Memorial Center “Mini-Dome” turn left onto
John R. Bell Drive to enter the ETSU Cam-
pus.

Directions to Howard Johnson Field:

Located at the corner of Legion and Cranberry Streets in Johnson City. Take I-26 into Johnson City
and exit via ramp 32. Go through the intersection to East Main and take a left. Proceed through the
light onto Legion Street. Howard Johnson Field will be on your left.

Directions to Metro-Kiwanis Park:

Coming into Johnson City from the North, South, and West: Use I-81, take exit 57-A onto I-26 E and
into Johnson City. Exit onto Roan Street via exit #35. proceed 0.3 miles and turn right on N. Roan
Street. Go 1.1 miles. Bear right onto the John Exum Parkway and follow for 0.2 miles. Turn right
onto Guaranda Drive the entrance to Metro-Kiwanis Park will be on the left.

Coming into Johnson City from the East: From Asheville, N.C. take I-26W into Johnson City. Take
exit 31.  At the end of the exit ramp, make a left at the light onto University Parkway. Stay on
University Parkway for 1.7 miles. Turn right on Lamont Street and then left onto Hillcrest Drive. At
Market Street turn left and then make a right at Knob Creek Road. Go approximately one mile and
on Guaranda Drive turn right. The entrance to Metro-Kiwanis Park will be on your right.
