Pre-Game Time Schedule
 The basketball court will be available for 
warm-up sixty minutes prior to tip-off.  Half time 
is 15 minutes for all ETSU games.
Cheerleaders
 All visiting cheerleaders are welcome at 

ETSU home basketball games.  Only cheerlead-
ers in uniform, mascots and one cheerleader 
coach will be admitted to the court area. Under 
no circumstance will personnel outside of these 
denominations be given • eld access.

ATHLETIC TRAINING INFORMATION
 The ETSU athletic training room is equipped 
with electrical stimulation, moist heat, crushed ice, 
cold compression units, ultrasound, and whirlpools 
that will be available two hours before game time. 
Other times may be available by appointment.
 If a certi• ed athletic trainer will not be trav-
eling with your team and your athlete(s) require 
anything more than ice or  moist heat, a letter 
detailing exact instructions on the treatment is 
required for each athlete, signed by a certi• ed 
athletic trainer.

PRESS ROW
 Press Row is located on the east side of the 
basketball court.

Press Row Layout
 The home radio crew will be located on the 
south end of press row, while the visiting radio 
crew will be positioned on the north end.
 All print media are located in the middle sec-
tions of press row.
 For televised games, the TV talent and spot-
ters will be located at midcourt.

Press Parking
 Press parking is located in the Warf-Pickel lot, 
across the street from the West side of Memorial 
Center.  Space is limited.

Scorer’s Table
 The scorer’s table is located on the west side 
of the basketball court.
 All game of! cials and stat crews will be lo-
cated at the scorer’s table.  Both the of! cial book 
and the visiting book will be located at midcourt.

Directions to ETSU

Coming into Johnson City from the North, 
South, and West:

Use I-81, take exit 57-A onto I-26 E and into 
Johnson City. Take exit 24. At the end of 
the exit ramp, make a left at the light onto 
University Parkway. Turn left onto State of 
Franklin Road (McDonalds should be on your 
right). Immediately after the Memorial Center 
ªMini-Domeº turn left onto John R. Bell Drive 
to enter the ETSU Campus.  

Coming into Johnson City from the East:

Take route I-26 W from Asheville, N.C. Take 
Exit 24. At the end of the exit ramp, make a 
left at the light onto University Parkway. Turn 
left onto State of Franklin Road (McDonalds 
should be on your right). Immediately after 
the Memorial Center ªMini-Domeº turn left 
onto John R. Bell Drive to enter the ETSU 
Campus.
