The series against Milligan
While this year’s meeting will be an exhibition contest 
-- as it was in both 2007 and 2008 -- the Bucs and 
Buffs have met 58 times in regular season play over 
the years ... Though most of these matchups occurred 
in the early and mid-part of the 20th century, the all-
time series between the two teams stands at 34-24, 
with ETSU holding the advantage ... The last two exhi-
bition meetings between the Bucs have Buffs resulted 
in ETSU wins, 100-53 in 2007 and 84-61 in 2008.

Last time against Milligan 
JOHNSON CITY, Tenn. (Nov. 1, 2008) – Sophomore 
guard Micah Williams  (Manchester) scored a game-
high 19 points and freshman guard Adam Sollazzo 
(Tampa, Fla.) dished out a game-high seven assists 
as the ETSU men’s basketball team opened the 2008-
09 season with an 84-61 exhibition win over nearby 
Milligan College Saturday inside Memorial Center ... 
In front of a crowd of 2,149, the Buccaneers’ new-
look defense forced 23 Milligan turnovers and held 
the Buffaloes to just 43 percent shooting from the 
field. Meanwhile, the Bucs hit on 53 percent of their 
shots from the field and out-rebounded Milligan 40-
23 ... Playing without sophomore forward Tommy 
Hubbard  (Boston), senior guard Jocolby Davis  (Me-
ridian, Miss.) and freshman post Seth Coy  (Montgom-
ery, Ind.) – all of whom are nursing injuries – the Bucs 
used a 20-2 run midway through the first half to make 
a 12-10 Milligan advantage a 32-16 ETSU lead with 
6:26 left before the break. ... In the second half, the 
Buffs hung in and actually cut the lead to 13 at 54-41, 
but the Bucs outscored Milligan 24-10 over the next 
seven minutes to make it 82-54 in the final minutes.

Last time out
DAYTON, Ohio (March 20, 2009)  –  Two decades re-
moved from nearly stunning the college basketball 
world, the ETSU men’s basketball team took another 
shot at a No. 1 seed and once again the Buccaneers 
gave the giant a scare ... Having lost to No. 1-seeded 
Oklahoma 72-71 back in 1989, the Buccaneers have 
a history of making things interesting in the NCAA 
Tournament, and Friday afternoon inside the UD Are-
na, ETSU found itself trailing the No. 1 seed and Big 
East Conference’s Pittsburgh 59-57 with just over four 
minutes left in regulation. However, the Bucs were un-
able to complete the upset bid, ultimately falling to 
the Panthers 72-62 ... With the loss, the Bucs’ season 
comes to an end while Pittsburgh advances to the sec-
ond round where the Panthers will meet Oklahoma 
State on Sunday afternoon ... The Bucs’ effort was 
unquestionable on this day, as ETSU forced 18 Pitts-
burgh turnovers and dominated the offensive glass 
en route to a 25-7 advantage in second chance points. 
However, while the competitiveness was there, the 
Bucs offensive efficiency was not at its best as ETSU 
shot just 31 percent from the floor (23-of-75) and 50 
percent from the foul line (12-of-24) for the game ... 
Despite the poor shooting effort, the Bucs full court 
press and man-to-man defense consistently caused 
Pittsburgh problems and kept ETSU in the game. In 
fact, the Bucs tied the game five times in the second 
half and pulled to within two at 59-57 with just over

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The Last Buccaneer Box four minutes left ... At that point, ETSU forced yet another turn-

over and had a shot to tie the game. However, a turnover by 
senior forward  Kevin Tiggs  (Flint, Mich.) led to a 3-point play by 
Pittsburgh’s 6-foot-7, 265-pound center Dejuan Blair to make it 
62-57. From there, Tiggs hit a pair of free throws to make it 62-
59, but that was as close as the Bucs could get the rest of the 
way, as they were forced to foul and Pittsburgh pushed the lead 
out to the final 10-point deficit by hitting its free throws ... For 
the Bucs, it was another close call in the tournament, as ETSU 
has now lost three first round games over the last seven years 
by an average of just over five points a contest. The Bucs fell to 
Wake Forest (2003) and Cincinnati (2004) by three earlier this 
decade, while now the 10-point loss to Pittsburgh goes in the 
ETSU record books.

Big questions surround Bucs as 2009-10 season starts
With the loss of seniors Courtney Pigram and Kevin Tiggs -- one 
of the most dynamic offensive duos in the country -- the Bucs 
have a lot of questions to answer on the offenisve end of the 
floor this season  ... Having averaged 78.1 points a game a year 
ago, which ranked 21st nationally in all of Division I play -- ETSU 
has lost 44.0 of those points to graduation when one includes 
now departed senior Greg Hamlin in that trio ... In  addition to the 
losses on offensive, the Bucs’ 13-man roster includes just eight 
players who have experienced actual floor time in college ... The 
other five players are either true freshmen, redshirt freshmen 
or walk-ons.

Sollazzo to honor Coy with number change
When ETSU’s rising sophomore forward Seth Coy  (Montgomery, 
Ind.) was tragically killed in a car accident this summer, it left the 
entire Buccaneer community with a deep sense of loss ... As is 
often the case, those that are left to mourn have looked for ways 
to remember the Bucs’ 6-foot-11 “Gentle Giant.” ...  For sophomore 
guard Adam Sollazzo  (Tampa), who was Coy’s roommate, the 
answer was simple ... Changing his jersey number from No. 20 
to Coy’s No. 43, Sollazzo will play the 2009-10 season to honor 
his friend and have that memory with him each night.

Preseason polls pick Bucs middle of the pack 
The ETSU men’s basketball team was picked fourth by the At-
lantic Sun Conference coaches and fifth by the league’s media 
in preseason polls release Wednesday by the conference office 
... The conference’s two most recent tournament champions, 
ETSU (2009) and Belmont (2006-08) place fourth and fifth, de-
pending on the poll. The Buccaneers edged out the Bruins for 
the spot from the coaches while the media gave the nod the 
Bruins. Both teams suffered tremendous losses due to gradu-
ation. ETSU must replace Courtney Pigram  (Memphis) and 
Kevin Tiggs (Flint, Mich.), one of the highest scoring duos in 
the nation a season ago. Mike Smith  (Vandalia, Mo.), a Pre-
season All-Atlantic Sun selection looks to build a bounce-back 
season in 2008-09 when he averaged more than 15 points and 
seven rebounds per game.

“Prestige” programs
JOHNSON CITY, Tenn. (July 22, 2008) – Since the beginning of 
the modern era for NCAA Division I-A basketball – marked by the 
expansion of the NCAA Tournament field to 64 teams in 1984-85 
– the ETSU men’s basketball program ranks in the Top 30 percent 
of the 300 programs that were eligible for the postseason at that 
time, this according to a new “Prestige” ranking released by ESPN.
com ... The Buccaneers, who have enjoyed six NCAA Tournament 
trips, one NIT berth, seven 20-win seasons, and a slew of confer-
ence regular season and tournament championships since 1984-
85, ranked tied for 82nd out of 300 teams, meaning they were in 
the Top 27 percent of schools making the list. ETSU was ranked 
ahead of every current Atlantic Sun Conference team, as well as 
former Southern Conference rivals Appalachian State, Western 
Carolina, Georgia Southern and UNC Greensboro. The Bucs also 
were placed ahead of every current member of the Colonial Ath-
letic Association with the exception of Old Dominion ... In addition, 
the Bucs ranked ahead of SEC schools such as Tennessee, Vander-
bilt, South Carolina, Mississippi State, Georgia, Mississippi and Au-
burn, as well as other major programs such as Virginia Tech, Notre 
Dame, DePaul, Bradley, Clemson, California and Florida State.

Home Sweet Dome
Since the 1996-97 season, the Buccaneers are an amazing 130-
40 inside Memorial Center, good for a winning percentage of 77 
percent ... The Bucs had won five straight at Memorial Center dur-
ing the 2006-07 season before a loss to Belmont (1/2) ... The Bucs 
then rattled off 10 straight at home to stand at 15-1 on the Memo-
rial Center floor that season, but fell to Belmont in the champion-
ship of the A-Sun Tourney... In 2007-08, the Bucs were 11-2 at 
Memorial Center ... In 2008-09, the Bucs were again 11-2 at home.
